Dear Friends of the Canadian Council of Dr Graham Homes,

On Sunday September 18, the northern West Bengal region was struck by a 6.8 Richter scale earthquake. As a
result, the Dr Graham's Homes — less than 100 miles from the epicenter - suffered considerable structural
damage. Fortunately, there were no injuries to children, staff or employees.

Assessment of the damage to the buildings and infrastructure is ongoing and restoration work is expected to
begin soon. However, we know that 5 cottages were badly damaged, declared unsafe and require major
reconstruction. An additional 5 cottages and the Chapel - the distinctive and beloved symbol of the Homes —
require considerable repairs. In sum, the impact on the Homes is serious and requires our immediate
attention and response.

The Homes has faced and responded to many challenges over its 111 year history. Each challenge was met
with the determination and aid of the sponsors, donor, volunteers and employees. And the Homes grew
stronger. Like previous challenges, the recent earthquake is a major test to the Homes and will require
significant new investment and a focus on the needs and well being of the children under care.

The Canadian Council of Dr Graham Homes is the custodian of 75 sponsored children. These kids are in urgent
need of our support to restore their home to its original form.

As chairman of the Canadian Council and as a long standing sponsor, | appeal to you for assistance in helping
our sponsored children. The specific goal of the Council to raise $20,000 urgently and immediately for
temporary shelter and the purchase of new beds, mattresses and bedding (many of which were destroyed) for
the Canadian sponsored children.
